Welcome to the Boys & Girls Clubs of Chula Vista Day Camp! The weekly camp sessions run Monday through
Friday (unless otherwise noted) and are available for youth in grades first through eighth, running from 6:30 am to 2:00pm.
Members are invited to stay for regular Club hours from 2:00 until 6:00pm at no extra charge. For _your _child to
participate in Day Camp YOU MUST have your child at the Club site prior to 8:30am ! — field trips leave early and

Day Camg Guidelines

The following are guidelines that will enable your child to have a pleasurable experience at camp.

To participate, it is mandatory that your child be registered for Day Camp. No outside Club building drop-offs
are permitted unless your child is already pre-registered and pre-paid for that specific Day Camp week. We
strongly encourage all parents/guardians to walk their child into the club; this provides positive and effective
communication with club staff and allows parents to get current information regarding any and all club hours,
upcoming events and planned activities. (newsletters, flyers, weekly schedules, etc.)

All_children _at the time of Day Camp registration must have a current Boys & Girls Clubs of Chula Vista
membership. If your child does not have a current membership, membership must be paid at the time of
the day camp registration.

To help with the registration process and enable us to plan for staff and supplies, day camp payment is due the
Thursday before your child attends day camp. If your child does not attend camp for whatever reason A NO-
REFUND policy is in effect. This includes unexpected out-of-town guests or trips, illness, injury, suspension or
termination from Boys & Girls Club Program.

Snack Time is available in the afternoon. Note: If you plan to give your child money for the vending machines,
please make sure that it is in the form of coins or $1 bills. The Boys & Girls Club cannot make change.
Campers receive a free “light” breakfast 7:30am and a afternoon snack at approximately 3:30pm daily.

Lunch is NOT Provided . For all Day Camp Sessions (Fall, Winter, Spring, and Summer) you must
provide a lunch and drink for your child For field trip days we encourage campers bring bottled water and
sunscreen.

Members are responsible for their personal belongings. All toys of any kind are to be left at home; this includes
but is not limited to CD players, MP3 players, cell phones, any type of trading cards, and video game players, etc.
The Boys & Girls Club will not be responsible for any lost or stolen items.

If a member disobeys club rules or regulations oris placed on suspension or terminated from the
program, fees will not be refunded or credited to any other activity.
